Reverse printing is a 
two-stage process with the colour printed first then overlayed with a white background.

Harlequin Clarity can also be used as a clear protective wear layer which allows the floor 
underneath to show through. Harlequin Clarity has the highest abrasion classification available. 

Harlequin Clarity is ideal for ballet, contemporary and modern dance theatrical use, aerobics, 
zumba, hip-hop, jazz, street, salsa, percussive including flamenco, Irish and tap, multi-purpose 
use, concerts, operatic performances and high traffic commercial purposes.

I’m so grateful Harlequin were involved in the development of this idea. 

The theme of the work was to be about repair and the Japanese art of Kintsugi. The 
belief that an object, by being repaired becomes more beautiful because of the repair.  

We created a concept for a floor that becomes a backdrop. The floor would look like 
smashed concrete and we would use the cracks to separate dancers from each other 
to signify breaking. Then as the floor moved we would see industry, represented by a 
golden mirror, the idea that we are all responsible for our own repair. The final state 
would be transformation – making something ordinary become extraordinary.

Harlequin were along for the ride – whatever it took to make it work. It was a great 
experience – a highlight of my nearly thirty years of working in this industry.
